Kahman and others use five meanings of the better being: External status such as income, neighbors and livelihood. Self-sense of the best existence - the extent to which the individual's needs are satisfied or not. The prevailing mood of the individual, such as optimism and pessimism. Emotional states such as happiness and misery. - Public Health .

    Definition of quality of life: There are many definitions of quality of life, including:

 1- Quality of life is a multidimensional concept that includes a number of independent areas including physical health, social relations, functionally effective roles of the person, and self-satisfaction with life.

 2- The quality of life is the individual’s feeling of contentment, happiness, and the ability to satisfy his needs through the richness of the environment, and the advancement of the services provided to him in the health, social, educational, and psychological fields, with good time management and benefit from it.
